Learning and Teaching: Successful Technology Integration Resource Sampler
Introduction

Educators commonly use different technologies to automate instructional strategies that they are already comfortable using. However, use at this level has little or no impact on student achievement. This Sampler is designed to help you explore various resources that you can use to help your staff increase their level of sophistication in use of technology as an instructional tool.
Activity 1—Tools for Planning
Becoming, and remaining to be, an effective leader in today’s educational environment requires sustained effort on the administrator’s part. The NETS*A standards represent a national consensus of the things PreK-12 administrators need to know and do to effectively support technology integration in schools.
