     b. Overview of what is provided here
     c. Graphic of some sort (e.g., photo, slideshow)
     d. How will students use the wiki to post work? You might have links to an activity or event.

4. Classroom Resources (Sub-page linked in Sidebar)
     a. Title
     b. Overview of what wiki visitors will find here
     c. Graphic of some sort (e.g., photo, slideshow)
     d. You might use links on this page to connect to other pages. For example, you could set up 
         a link to a page for links for teachers and another page for links for students.
